July Meeting Minutes:

Meeting Summary: 

Welcome to Leslie and Peter joining our call for the first time. 

The Subteam examined the [[http://code.google.com/p/qttool][QTtool]] available in the public domain. We agreed that we'd use this tool wherever possible. Since there were no thumbnails/example graphics included in the tool that we'd need someone experienced with the tool to walk us through the code and corresponding output. The Subteam would then compare the resulting graphs to what we already have and where there are duplicates select the graphs and code available in the QT tool. 

Antonio provided a brief summary of the feedback to the larger group. Our subgroup is tasked with identifying the core set of ECG/Vitals graphics that we will present to the larger team. To that end we reviewed the existing clinical questions and corresponding graphical displays. It was noted that there were three graphical displays that were not on the ctspedia site and it was agreed that these would be uploaded ASAP. We discussed next steps and committed to getting medical review of the questions and associated graphs with the following questions in mind: have we got all relevant medical questions and corresponding graphs; and whether we've included graphs that are not useful in medical review of data. We agreed that we'd review the feedback at our next meeting to come up with our core set that we'd present to the larger group. One noted 'missing' graph was related to a vitals graphic that investigated the potential for orthostatic hypotention via postural bp changes. 

Actions (needed by next meeting unless otherwise stated): 

· Rich to upload the three graphic displays that were not yet included in ctspedia (done) and add Leslie to membership list for the Subgroup (done) 

· Leslie to identify a member of this QT Tool team to join our next meeting to orient us and share some example output. If no one is available Leslie to send a note to the group in order that we run the existing code over some sample data to get an idea of the graphical output. 

· Peter to provide medical review of existing graphs and suggest any questions and graphs specific to the medical review of vitals data; Liping to guide Peter through ctspedia access process and existing medical questions and assoc. graphics. 

· Antonio and Eric to identify medical reviewers from CDER and collect feedback: on existing clinical questions and graphics; other useful clinical questions and graphics; any clinical questions and graphics specific to vitals data.
