Meeting Summary: 

We discussed the merits of flowcharts that were presented by the AE sub-team at our larger group meeting and whether we'd want to convert the figures we've got to fit into the flowchart. It was agreed that we'd wait to see a live example before implementing. 

Our group had been having some difficulty in having someone familiar with the QTtool. An advantage of this tool would be that the code was already written but that waiting for someone to walk us through the code would be rate limiting and we believe we likely have the major clinical questions and appropriate displays already. We agreed that we would not pursue the QTtool any longer. 

We also reviewed a set of graphs that were related to the examination of QTc by concentrations. Some of the plots were complicated overlays and we agreed that our focus on the graphs that we'd focus on would be the component parts and that it would be too complicated and there would be too many possibilities to suggest specific overlays of different types of graphs. 

Robert agreed to review our current set of clinical questions and corresponding graphics from a medical perspective.
